Uniform

Jewellery, nails and make-up: We are seeing an increase in students wearing false nails, bright nail
varnish, heavy make-up and jewellery. Please note the uniform regulations below from the school
website and ensure that your child adheres to them each day. These have not changed and have been in
place for many years.

Jewellery: The only jewellery permitted is a watch, medic alert chain, and one small small silver, titanium
or gold sleeper or stud worn in the lobe of each ear.

Make-up: Discreet foundation is permitted. No nail varnish, lip stick, eye shadow, false eyelashes,
mascara, eyeliner or heavy black lines etc.

These are the actions the school will take if students are not adhering to the uniform policy:

* Students who are wearing false nails will be asked to remove them by the next day.
* Students wearing nail varnish will be given nail varnish remover and pads.
* Students wearing jewellery that goes beyond the permitted items will be asked to remove it.

* If the student is found to be wearing the jewellery again, it will be confiscated and kept in the school
safe for collection at the end of the day.

If students are wearing heavy make-up they will be given make up wipes and asked to remove it.

This week in tutor: Healthy Minds

Michael Spitzer, a professor of music at the University of Liverpool, explains how humans have been
making and learning to recognise music from the moment we learned to walk. Music affects the
brain in profound ways and serves as a conduit through which we can process emotions that
otherwise might not be describable in words.

Playing and listening to music works several areas of the brain:

Sensory Cortex:
Controls tactile feedback while
playing instruments or dancing

Corpus callosum:
Connects both sides of the brain

Motor Cortex: Auditory Cortex:
Involved in movement while Listens to sounds; perceives and
dancing or playing an instrument analyzes tones

Hippocampus:

Involved in music memories,
experiences and context

Prefrontal Cortex:
Controls behaviour, expression

and decision-making Visual Cortex:

Involved in reading music or
looking at your own dance moves

Nucleus accumbens and

amygdala: Cerebellum:

Involved with emotional Involved in movement while
reactions to music dancing or playing an instrument,

as well as emotional reactions
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
