A BROAD
CURRICULUM

You and your child may currently
be considering, with advice from
their school, what GCSE subjects
they should take next year.

The Department for Education recommends
these core subjects, which make up the English
Baccalaureate (EBacc), and help keep options

for young people open:

— English language and English literature
— Maths
— Science

Combined science or 3 single sciences

from Biology, Chemistry, Physics,
and Computer science

— History or Geography

— A language
Ancient or modern




WHAT IS THE EBACC?

The EBacc is not a qualification in its own right
- it's a combination of GCSE subjects, including
a language, that offer an important range of
knowledge and skills to young people.

* This still leaves one other free choice

* |t is possible to choose 2 languages, or History and

Geography, or any combination of 3 of these subjects

* We recognise the EBACC is not best for all students. We will

discuss this when we interview students.

* We expect every student on pathway 1 to take at least 1
EBACC subject or Computer Science

* It is not necessary for students to take subjects at GCSE

to go on to study them later or have careers in related fields.
